
Spectators may accompany youth groups. Spectators are not permitted during adult
pick up OR public programs.
Each youth participant (under 21) may have ONE accompanying Spectator, unless
otherwise approved by their respective organization in consultation with Arena
Management. A maximum of 25 Spectators are permitted in each group. 
Spectators will use the same entrance as participants. 
Designated Spectator Areas:
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Entrance 1: West Arena Viewing Platform
Entrance 2: East Arena Viewing Platform

Spectators may only accompany youth groups. Spectators are not permitted during
adult pick up OR public programs.
Each youth participant (under 21) may have ONE accompanying Spectator, unless
otherwise approved by their respective organization. A maximum of 25 Spectators
are permitted in each group. 
Spectators will use the same entrance as participants. 
The
 Signs will direct Spectators where to stand. Spectators must stay in designated areas. 
Accessible Spectator Areas will be available. 
The Arena Lobby and stands will remain closed to Spectators for the foreseeable
future. No seating will be available. 
Food and drinks are prohibited in the Arena. 
A Face Mask must be worn at all times while inside the Arena.
All spectators are expected to follow social distancing guidelines and Arena Rules. 
If Spectators are not following Arena Rules, they may be asked to leave by Arena Staff.
